AGENCY DESCRIPTION: New Jersey's premier HIV/AIDS housing and supportive services facility for homeless men and women. Headquartered in Morristown, our mission is to respond compassionately and responsibly to the HIV/AIDS crisis by providing supportive services, housing opportunities, prevention strategies and community education in New Jersey.  It is the vision of The Eric Johnson House to help create a community where the social issues related to HIV/AIDS are abundantly met.
SERVICE DESCRIPTIONS:
Housing Programs - The Transitional Housing Program has the capacity to house ten homeless individuals at a time for a period of up to 24 months as they attempt to locate and develop the skills necessary to obtain and maintain permanent housing.  The Eric Johnson House has three Permanent Supportive Housing Programs: 

       •  Housing Opportunities for People With AIDS (HOPWA) Housing Vouchers:
        •  Shelter + Care Housing Vouchers: Allows us to offer six graduating residents rental assistance.

        •  State Rental Assistance Program (SRAP) Vouchers: Allows us to assist an additional 10 graduating transitional housing residents for a period of 5 years.

Aftercare Services - Aftercare provides a continuum of services designed to enhance independent, permanent housing and to link graduates to supportive and community resources identified in their discharge summary and individual treatment plans.  These may include medical, economic, nutritional, legal, employment, mental health, and substance abuse counseling services offered both on and off-site.
Education Services -  Youth Education Staff and trained professionals from The Eric Johnson House visit Elementary, Middle and High Schools throughout the year to help educate youth about HIV/AIDS.   

Community and Corporate Education - The Eric Johnson House provides HIV/AIDS training to any corporation or community organization interested in scheduling a presentation.  Staff will discuss the modes of transmission, risky behaviors, and workplace issues related to living with HIV/AIDS.
